Federalism--The Amazing Race


For this activity, you will create teams a la the Amazing Race. Your task is to find as many federal, state, and local mandates around Lakewood High School as you can in 30 minutes. Here are the rules of the race:

1. Teams must be comprised of 3-4 members. Grab an iPad!
2. You must first Make a Copy of this document. 
3. Teams will need at least one iPad or Smart Phone to accomplish the race.
4. You will have 10 minutes in the classroom to plan your selfie sites. Read each clue and determine the solution/answer. Once you determine the answer, your team must take a “Team Selfie” at the location of that answer.
5. You must take a “Team Selfie” at each location you visit. 
6. Insert the selfie in the column next to the clue, (labeled Team Selfie).
7. Locations can be found in any order.
8. While you do not have to find all of the clues, you should try to accomplish as many as possible in the 30 minutes allotted.  
9. The team with the most number of completed and correct clues will win the Amazing Race! (Prize to be determined)
10. Lastly, determine whether the clue is a federal mandate, state mandate, or local mandate.
11. If: you are not back to the classroom  at the scheduled end of the Race, or, your team acts like ding-dongs while you are “racing,” (I have eyes everywhere…) or you (for some reason) choose not to complete this (awesome) assignment, your team will sacrifice your chance to win, and you will take a zero in the gradebook for this activity. 
12. After you complete your assignment, delete all of the photos off of the school iPad so you don’t give away the answers!
